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ADOLESCENT MEDICINE Diagnosis and treatment of disease or disorders of older children and young adults.
ALLERGY Diagnosis and treatment of allergic conditions (i.e. "hay fever", asthma).
ANESTHESIOLOGY Use of medications and substances to prevent or relieve pain during surgery.
CARDIOLOGY Diagnosis and medical treatment of diseases and disorders of the heart and its functions.
CHIROPRACTIC Diagnosis and treatment which employs manipulation and specific adjustment of body structures.
DERMATOLOGY Diagnosis and treatment of diseases and disorders of the skin.
EAR, NOSE & THROAT Diagnosis and treatment of diseases and disorders of the ear, nose and throat.
(Otolaryngology)
EMERGENCY MEDICINE Diagnosis and treatment of medical and surgical emergencies
ENDOCRINOLOGY Diagnosis and treatment of diseases and disorders of the ductless glands (thyroid, pancreas, 

pituitary, adrenal and ovaries).
FAMILY PRACTICE Physicians who provide medical care to all age groups (including obstetrics, internal medicine,

pediatrics, and some surgery in many instances).
GASTROENTEROLOGY Diagnosis and treatment of diseases and disorders of the stomach and intestine.
GENERAL PRACTICE Physicians who provide medical care to all age groups as in family practice.
GERIATRICS Medical treatment of the elderly.
GYNECOLOGY Diagnosis and treatment of diseases and disorders of the female reproductive system.
HEMATOLOGY Diagnosis and treatment of diseases and disorders of the blood.
IMMUNOLOGY Diagnosis and treatment of the body's cellular response to fight disease.
INFECTIOUS DISEASE Medical diagnosis and treatment of acute and chronic infectious disorders.
INTERNAL MEDICINE Diagnosis and no-surgical treatment of diseases and disorders for adults generally over 18 years old.
NEONATAL/PERINATAL Treatment and care of the unborn child, premature, and newborn babies.
MEDICINE
NEPHROLOGY Diagnosis and non-surgical treatment of diseases of kidneys, including kidney dialysis.
NEUROLOGY Non-surgical diagnosis and treatment of diseases and disorders of the nervous system.
NUCLEAR MEDICINE Diagnosis and treatment of disorders by means of radioactive substances.
OBSTETRICS Management and care of pregnancy and childbirth.
ONCOLOGY Diagnosis and treatment of cancer and tumors.
OPHTHALMOLOGY Treatment of diseases and disorders of the eye.
OPTOMETRY Diagnosis and non-surgical treatment of disease of the eye, including visual problems treated with

eyeglasses or contact lenses; illness and injury to the globe of the eye; glaucoma testing and 
examination of the retina, including dilated eye examinations, as allowed by state law.

PATHOLOGY Laboratory study of body tissue and fluids to diagnose disease.
PEDIATRICS Care of the development of the infant and child generally between the ages of 0-18 and diagnosis  

and treatment of diseases and disorders .
PHYSICAL MEDICINE & Use of physical therapy and mechanical aides in the treatment of injury or disease.
REHABILITATION
PODIATRY Diagnosis and treatment of the human foot in health and disease.
PSYCHIATRY Diagnosis and treatment of mental conditions.
PULMINARY DISEASES Diagnosis and medical treatment of diseases and disorders of the lungs.
RADIOLOGY Use of X-rays and radioactive materials to diagnose and treat disease and injury.
RHEUMATOLOGY Medical diagnosis and treatment of arthritis and rheumatic disorders.
SURGERY CARDIOVASCULAR - Surgical treatment of diseases and disorders of the heart and blood vessels.

COLON AND RECTAL - Diagnosis and surgical treatment of diseases or disorders of the lower 
                                             digestive tract, rectum and anus.
GENERAL - Diagnosis and surgical treatment of disease and injury.
HAND - Surgery and treatment of hand disorders.
HEAD AND NECK - Diagnosis and surgical treatment of disorders of head and neck.
MAXILLOFACIAL - Surgery and treatment of face and jaw disorders.
NEUROLOGICAL - Surgical treatment of disease and disorders of the brain and nervous system.
ORTHOPEDIC - Diagnosis and surgical treatment of diseases, disorders and injuries of the
                               bones, joints and tendons.
PLASTIC - Surgical treatment for restoration of function or for cosmetic purposes.
THORACIC - Surgery of diseases of the chest cavity (excluding heart).
UROLOGY - Diagnosis and medical or surgical treatment of the urinary tract and kidneys.
VASCULAR - Diagnosis and surgery of blood vessels.
